Dear friends, 

Many of you participated in our 90 DAYS OF PRAYER this 

winter/ spring. If you’ve gotten into the habit of praying daily [which I 

sincerely hope you have!], DON’T STOP! 

The last page of the Pray Daily guide has some great 

reflection questions to guide your praying of the Bible. I suggest you 

use those with your daily scripture reading plan [whatever one you 

might be using]. 

If you need a good daily Bible reading plan—that’s short 

and simple—I suggest The Daily Texts. These daily Bible verses 

are chosen by the Moravian Church each year—for the past 350 or 

so years! There are 2 verses for each day of the year: one from the 

Old Testament and one from the New Testament. That’s all! Just 2 

verses, not too much for anyone to handle!. 

You can buy a book with these Daily Texts [either hard 

copy or e-book] from either Mount Carmel ministries or the 

Moravian Church or simply read them on-line each day at one of 

their websites. [If you google Daily Texts, be sure to choose the 

Moravian Daily Texts—the Jehovah’s Witnesses apparently have 

something they call daily texts too!]

I urge you to continue your daily habit of reading a verse or 

two from the Bible and then reflecting on it [using the questions from 

Pray Daily perhaps] and then offering yourself and your concerns in 

prayer to God. 

These are the reflection questions suggested in the Pray 

Daily guide: After reading a Bible verse, ask yourself: 

How can I praise God for and through this? 

What does this passage reveal about God and his 

Kingdom? 

Lord, why have you brought these verses before me 

today?  

What do you want me to know or experience through 

these words? 

If this truth were impressed upon my heart, how would I 

be changed? 

What does this passage reveal about human nature? 

About God’s nature? About me? 

Holy Spirit, what wrong behavior, harmful emotions, or 

false attitudes come to me when I forget this truth? 

How would my family, friends, my church be different if we 

lived this truth? 

What actions would we take if this truth were impressed 

upon our hearts? 

Holy Spirit, does my life demonstrate that I am 

remembering and acting on this truth?
